Precision Simulations, Inc., (PSI) a provider of forensic 3D animated simulations has implemented improved methods of highly accurate data collection for use in the production of legal graphics by marrying new engineering tools with computer animation and 3D modeling. 

The accuracy and information provided by the Cyrax( Laser Scanner point cloud far exceeds traditional methods of survey, with a million bits of information in every scan.  

With specialized programs, PSI has achieved the capability to distill down the information and generate geometrically accurate 3D models of vehicular crush and match the connection to the impact target.  Scanned vehicles can be overlayed onto exemplar vehicles for dimensional comparisons and “sliced” as in a CAT( scan both vertically and horizontally at any point.

Terrain mapping and engineering design take on  new levels of accuracy when using point cloud data from the laser scanner as a foundation for 3D modeling used in construction design and add-ons, industrial build-outs and topographical mapping.

This new cability furthers the engineering utility and validity of using 3D modeling for animated simulations in legal presentations.  PSI has merited a 100% admissibility rate in courtroom submissions in the areas of criminal and civil law and serves clients across the US, in Canada and Asia.
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
